Dual Discrepancy Achievement & Growth 
New Mexico schools collect short cycle assessment scores which must be compared when a student in kindergarten through third grade is being considered for a specific learning disability. A dual discrepancy is used to identify significant under achievement and a difference of 1.5 standard deviations between both the student’s mean standards based assessment scores and the growth or slope of achievement compared to grade level peers. Achievement growth and slope in reading, math, and writing are compared with other same grade peers.
